3. Meas agus Dea-lompar

This school wishes to instil in the children a sense of pride in themselves and in
their environment, a respect for other people for their surroundings and for their
education. The school recognises that an important part of each child’s
development is to be well behaved and these rules are in place to fulfil that aim
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Nuair a bhuailtear an chlog stadann na paisti ag imirt, sitlfaidh siad agus
déanfaidh siad line orduil laithreach do réir ranga.

Once the bell is rung each child will stop playing and walk in an orderly
fashion to join his/ her class in line.

Children are expected to be well behaved and respectful when representing
the school at sport, drama, school outings etc.

No form of bullying will be tolerated. (See Bullying Policy)

bhfeidhm ranga. Respect must be shown to all teachers - class teacher or
visiting teacher — who have responsibility for the class.

Ma bhionn ar an mhuinteoir an rang a fhagail cuirfidh sé/si sin in iul don
mhuinteoir béal dorais agus fagfar an d& dhoras ar oscailt. Beidh ar na
paisti fanacht ina sui agus a bheith cidin. If a teacher has to absent himself /
herself from the classroom for any reason, he/she should inform teacher next
door and leave both classroom doors open. Pupils must remain seated and not
raise their voices above conversational level.

Pupils will be attentive in class and will be expected to work to the best of
their ability - no time wasting.

Parents/guardian should check work and sign homework notebook.

Damage done by pupils to any item
of school or personal property will not be tolerated.

Some text books are available to
pupils under the School Lending Scheme, students have the responsibility of
taking care of textbooks and not damaging them.

The management of the school aims to make the school environment a safe,

secure place for each child. In that context:

(a) Ni cheadaitear rith n6 a bheith garbh san fhoirgneamh in am ar bith.
Ba choir do na paisti siul i line orduil ag fagail no ag siul chun na
ranga. Running or rough play inside the school building is not allowed.
Children should walk to and from their classroom in an orderly line.

(b) Mar a gcéanna ag fagail an ranga trathnéna, ba chaéir don rang sial i
line i gcuideachta muinteoir an ranga go tosach na scoile.

Likewise when leaving classroom each evening, class should walk in an



orderly fashion, accompanied by class teacher to front of school building.

(c) I rith am 16n nior choir do phéiste ar bith dul isteach sa scoil gan
cead 6n mhuinteoir ar dualgas. No child is allowed inside the school
building during break without prior permission from teacher on duty.

(d) Ar eagla go leagfai duine ar bith nior choir go sitlfadh paiste ar bith
trid an carrchlés. Children should not walk through school carpark.

(d) Nior chair cluichi contuirteach a imirt sa chl6s.

Games of a potentially dangerous nature will not be allowed.

(e) Nior chair rud ar bith a chaitheamh sa rang n6 nétai a chuir 6 dhuine
go duine.

Throwing items, writing or passing notes during class is not allowed.

(F) Nil sé ceadaithe bheith ag luascadh ar chathaoireach.

No swinging on chairs.

(9) Nil cead ag péiste ar bith an scoil a fhagéil gan cead i rith am scoile.
No child is allowed to leave the school (within school hours) without
permission.

(h) Péiste ar bith a bhfuil orthu an scoil a fhagail roimh a 3.00, ba chéir
nota a bheith leis/lei agus caithfidh duine fasta theacht go dti an oifig
fana choinne/ coinne. Where it is necessary for a child to leave school
early, notification in writing must be sent by parents and a responsible adult
must collect child from office.

(i) Nil sé ceadaithe go mbeadh buidéil gloine leis na paisti.
Glass bottles ar not allowed.

(j) O thaobh néatacht agus sabhaltacht nil cead Tippex a Gsaid.
In the interest of safety and neatness Tippex is not allowed.

(K) Nil cheadaitear fon gluaisteach a bheith le paiste i rith am scoile.

Children are not allowed to have mobile phone on their possession during
school hours.

Recommendations to deal with Misbehaviours
Cuirfear na straiteisi seo i bhfeidhm.
The following strategies will be used to show disapproval of unacceptable behaviour.
1. Labhairt leis an phaiste, go priobhaideach,agus rialacha na scoile a chur i
gcuimhne do/di. The child will be spoken to, privately, and reminded of the
school’s Code of Disclipine.

2. Scartha 6na gcairde - gan cead sugradh ag am sosa.
Temporary separation from friends at lunchtime.

3. Obair bhaile bhreise le bheith sinithe ag tuismitheoiri.
Additional homework to be signed by parents/guardian.

4. Obair bhaile ag deireadh na seachtaine (Sinithe mar thuas).
Weekend homework (Signed as above).

5. Mionphribhléidi a bhaint diobha. Loss of minor privileges.
6. Curtha chuig oifig an phriomhoide. Sent to principal’s office.
7. Péiste a choinnedil istigh ag am 16n. Detention.

8. Ma bhrisfear na rialacha aris cuirfear litir abhaile.
If rules are broken on a regular basis a letter will be sent home.

9. Muna bhfuil biseach ar iompar an phaiste iarrfar ar na tuismitheoiri theacht
isteach. If child’s behaviour does not improve parents will be called in to discuss
the matter.

10. Muna bhfuil réiteach ar an fhadhb cuirfear fa-choinne tuismitheoiri aris
agus cuirfear in iul daoibh cén toradh a bhéas ar mhi-iompar .i. curtha ar
fionrai. If problem continues, parents will be called in and will be made aware of
consequenses of continued disruptive behaviour .i. suspension.

11. Morphribhléidi a chailleadh. Loss of major privileges.

12. Péiste ar fionrai / a dhibirt 6n scoil do réir treoirlinte na hAchta
Oideachais 1998. Suspension / Expulsion, in accordance with the Education Act
1998, will be considered in exceptional circumstances.
